Birds are warm-blooded animals with an internal skeleton made from bones. They have a toothless beak,
two legs, a pair of wings and feathers as their body covering. Each species has distinctive external features
to help survive in its habitat.
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The key to flight is wings (or forelimbs) of the bird. The variety in wing structures and shapes amongst birds
provide advantages to different bird species. Let us try some simple activities to understand how birds fly!
